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TRACY PD INVESTIGATES HIT AND RUN COLLISION 
 
TRACY, California — On Saturday August 17, 2024, around 8:30 pm the Tracy Police 
Department responded to a vehicle versus pedestrian collision on W. Grant Line Rd. near 
O’Hara Dr.  Upon arrival, officers found an adult male Tracy resident in the roadway with major 
injuries from the collision.  The vehicle that struck the pedestrian reportedly fled the scene west 
on W. Grant Line Rd.  Currently, we do not have a definitive description of the suspect vehicle. 
 
Emergency medical personnel from South San Joaquin County Fire Authority and American 
Medial Response treated the male on scene and transported him to a local hospital where he 
is still listed in critical condition. 
 
Investigations from the Traffic Safety Unit responded and are looking for assistance in 
identifying who was involved in this collision.
